Description of fiscal impact

SB 270 limits the number of Elk B licenses a nonresident may purchase and removes the limit for the number of
Elk B licenses a resident may purchase. SB 270 would also establish that “the department may develop a rule
that describes variable license structures for antlerless elk based on management goals” regarding resident elk
license.

FISCAL ANALYSIS

Assumptions

Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks (FWP)

1. Currently both residents and nonresidents are eligible to purchase a maximum of three elk licenses per year
(Either on general elk and two elk B tags or three elk B tags).

2. SB 270 allows the department to create variable license structures regarding nonresident elk licenses of Big
Game Combination or Elk Combination Licenses.

3. The number of elk B Licenses sold in License Year (LY) 2024 as of 2/14/2025 is 3,937.

4. Of the nonresidents who did not have a B 10 combination license, there were 563 elk B license sold that
were a second or third Elk B license purchase.

5. Nonresidents with a B 10 combination license, there were 6 elk B licenses sold that were a 3rd elk B license
purchase.

6. The department does not know how many of these would qualify for discounted license price such as
college, youth, or nonresident relative of a resident.

7. The FWP assumes, at the most, these would all be sold at full price, or $270.

8. This would result in a reduction of revenue of $153,630.00 (or 569 Elk B Licenses X $270).

9. SB 270, as amended, changes the limit of the number of elk B licenses a resident may purchase from 3 to 2.
Based on LY 2024 sales, this would result in a reduction of 1,982 elk B licenses sold, and a total revenue
reduction of $39,640/year.

10. The total reduction in revenue from both resident and nonresident Elk B licenses would be $193,270 per
year.
