Description of fiscal impact

SB 369 requires the Office of Public Instruction (OPI) to ensure low-cost, no-cost options for youth suicide
awareness and prevention training for schools. This bill also requires suicide awareness and prevention training
for certain OPI employees. OPI currently makes available suicide awareness and prevention training to schools

and OPI employees and will continue to provide this training. There is no state fiscal impact.

FISCAL ANALYSIS

Assumptions

1. SB 369 changes the youth suicide awareness and prevention training law, 20-7-1310, MCA, to include that
the Office of Public Instruction (OPI) shall ensure low-cost and no-cost training options for schools. This is
added to the current law requirement that OPI shall provide guidance and technical assistance on youth
suicide awareness and prevention training materials to all Montana schools.

2. This section also strikes language that "The legislature recommends that employees" so that the law is no
longer recommended by the legislature but directs that school district employees who work directly with
any students enrolled in Montana public schools must receive annual training and take at least two hours of
youth suicide awareness and prevention training every five years.
